Introductory Music
The purpose of this course is to introduce the fundamental musical concepts in a fun and meaningful

way and to give young children (5 - 7 years) hands-on experience of different classes of musical instru-
ment to enable them to make an informed choice about which to play when the time comes. The
course will include playing trumpets, keyboards, recorders, percussion and violins, as well as being intro-
duced to other orchestral instruments that are too big for them to play just yet! The students will also
start to learn to read and write basic music symbols.

The Introduction to Music course will consist of a weekly half hour lesson taught over 24 terms and
classes will be in groups of 3-4.

RULES FOR INSTRUMENTAL TUITION

The following are guidelines for parents and students who take part in Southwell’s music tuition. They
are intended to ensute smooth running of the programme and improve communication. While individ-
ual tutors may vary in such areas as accounts, in general all tutors have similar expectations of students
and it is important these are understood.

1 (a)  Tutors fees, students music books, exam fees (where appropriate), sundries (reeds,
strings etc...) are added to the parents’ school account.
Such fees should be paid promptly on receipt of account.
Accounts are sent each term.
A term’s notice must be given in writing before terminating lessons.
3. If a student is absent on their lesson day due to illness or a calendar fixture then the music
tutor should be contacted before 7.30am, otherwise the lesson will be charged to the account.
